Subject: KC65 Colposcopy Clinics Return

Reason for Change: To improve the information available for monitoring the Col poscopy
service within the NHS Cervical Screening Programme.

Typeof Changes: To update the NHS Wales Data Dictionary with the latest
revision to KC65

Background:

Colposcopy is anintegral part of the NHS Cervical Screening Programme (NHSCSP) but
there had been no national or consistent regional monitoring of Colposcopy performance
indicators. A Working Group was set up to make recommendations regarding the collection
of Colposcopy information. It concluded that the information required could not readily be
added to either of the existing returns relating to the cervica screening programme (KC53 &
KC61). A new return, KC65, would enable the collection of the information about the
numbers and results of Colposcopy investigations and, in particular, waiting times for referral
and for results.

The British Society for Colposcopy and Cervical Pathology has recently agreed
aMinimum Data Set (MDS) for Colposcopy services, which should result in common
basic standards for new and enhanced systemsin clinics. ThisMDS is suitable for both
professional needs for audit and quality improvement and also for departmental

needs.

KC65 datawill be used locally, regionally and nationally. Locally, Col poscopy

services will be able to monitor their own performance against national quality

standards. On aregional level, Local Health Boards and Directors of Public Health will be
able to assess the performance and workload of services. Lastly, nationally, high level
reports on the status of women screened by the NHSCSP will enable servicesto be
compared. At all levels, continual performance monitoring will enable issues to be identified
early so that actions can be taken before problems arise.

KC65- Colposcopy Clinics: Referrals, Treatments and Outcomes

The Department, NHS Cervical Screening Programme (NHSCSP) and Regional Offices
require information from NHS Loca Heath Boards on Colposcopy clinic activity.

The KC65 forms part of the wider NHS Cancer Information Strategy which aims to improve
the effectiveness and efficiency of care ddlivery for those with actual or suspected cancer,

throughout the patient journey.

Theinformation is used to monitor the process of achieving the Government's target to

reduce the incidence of invasive cervical cancer and to monitor the performance of
Colposcopy clinics on local, regional and national levels.

Information based on the KC65 return is published annually by the Department in the
Statistical Bulletin Cervical Screening Programme.

Thisis an annual return providing information up to the year end of 31 March. Thereturnis
expected to be produced within 6 months of this date.

The British Society for Colposcopy and Cervical Pathology has agreed a Minimum Data Set
MDS,) for Colposcopy services, currently being introduced into Colposcopy Clinics. The

MDS meets professional requirements for audit and quality improvement as well as

departmental needs, and provides the information needed to complete the KC65.
